TPG Europe LLP is the data controller in respect of personal
information about individuals located in the UK and EU
collected through the Site.

Ifyou are located in the UK or EU, we process your personal
information for the purposesdescribedabove on the basis that
it is necessary for our legitimate interests in operating,
managing and improvingthe Site.
